Celebrate Safely: What You Need to
Know About Fireworks



As we gear up to
celebrate
Independence
Day, it is
essential to
remember that
there are specific
laws regulating
the display of
fireworks in
Pennsylvania.
While purchasing
fireworks is legal,
discharging them
is highly
restricted,
especially in
Middletown
Township and
the surrounding
suburban
Philadelphia
areas.

Key Fireworks Regulations:

1. Distance Restrictions: Fireworks cannot be discharged within 150 feet
(about half of a football field) of any structure, whether occupied or not. 2.
Prohibited Areas: Discharging fireworks is prohibited on all public property,
including streets, parks, schools, and open spaces.
3. Vehicle Restrictions: Fireworks cannot be discharged from or toward any
motor vehicle or building.
4. Private Property: Fireworks can only be discharged on private property with
the explicit permission of the property owner.
5. Safety Concerns: Fireworks cannot be used by anyone under the influence
of drugs or alcohol.

Although fireworks might seem fun and harmless, they pose significant dangers
to yourself and others. Improper use can lead to severe injuries or even
fatalities. Please be considerate of your neighbors and the broader community.
Let’s all contribute to making this Independence Day a safe and enjoyable
holiday for everyone.
